Towel Service at Jefferson Middle School
What is towel service?
Towel service is a program offered at Jefferson Middle School as a fundraiser for the Physical Education department as well as athletic programs. It is offered to students taking Physical Education classes.  JMS provides students who participate with one towel each school day to use during their Physical Education class.  Students who participate in before or after school activities may also use a towel if they are part of the towel program. Students deposit the towel in the dirty towel bin at the end of class.  Physical Education coaches wash the towels so they are clean for students to use the next day.

How much does towel service cost?
Participants in the towel service program pay a one-time fee of $15.00.

Why would my student need a towel for Physical Education class?
Students would need a towel for several reasons.  Some students take showers after Physical Education class.  They would need a towel to dry off with.  All students are hot and sweaty at the end of their Physical Education class.  They would need a towel to wipe down with.

Can I send a towel in with my student?
Of course.  If a student brings a towel from home they must take it home to be washed every day.  Damp/wet towels will smell and mildew very quickly in the hot locker room which is why they cannot be left overnight. 

Can students who do not participate in towel service use JMS towels?
NO.  This service is provided for students who pay to participate in it.
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How can I sign my student up for towel service?
Have your student bring in $15.00 (cash or check made out to JMS) to their Physical Education coach.  Their name will be added to the towel service list.
