Annual Asbestos Notification

Brevard Public Schools’ records indicate that no asbestos removal
activities have taken place at Croton Elementary School during the
past year (July 1, 2018 to June 30, 2019).

Background Information:

The EPA Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA) of
1986 required an asbestos inspection of each school facility
nationwide. This inspection was completed in 1988. The scope of the
survey included sampling building materials that might contain
asbestos, assessing the condition of materials, performing laboratory
analysis of each sample, and writing a comprehensive report called an
Asbestos Management Plan.
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
